Growth in Greater Boston Nearly Double the National Average

According to the U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis, the Boston area's economy grew at a rate of 4.78 percent
last year, which is nearly double the national average of 2.5 percent. The Boston metro area, which includes
Quincy and Cambridge, Mass., reached a gross metropolitan product (GMP) of $313.7 billion in 2010, which was
4.78 percent more than 2009. GMP is the total output of goods and services in a given area during a given year
-- a small-scale version of the nation's gross domestic product (GDP).
